A Capital Campaign for Family Eldercare

Who will care for them?

Imagine a place you never thought you would need.  One that cares for the elderly when they can no longer manage on their own.  One that protects the vulnerable from exploitation or abuse.  One that provides shelter and companionship to those who have neither.

Family Eldercare is that place.  We step in to help when age, an illness, or a disability changes lives – of family members, of neighbors, or members of your community.  For over 25 years we have supported aging in community by helping people live safely and as independently as possible, regardless of their ability to pay.  The need for our services is great – and growing.  We currently serve more than 5,500 older adults, people with disabilities, and their caregivers each year.  However, our lack of space challenges and threatens to jeopardize our ability to serve the thousands more who will need our help.

Thousands of people rely on Family Eldercare for personal assistance and care, companionship, and respite services,  They rely on us for help with the details of daily life, so that they may live at home as long as possible and not have to prematurely enter an institution.  All of our services are offered on a sliding-fee scale, which enables us to serve everyone who needs us.  But given the increased demands of a growing population, we must find a way to serve more.  With the support of the community, we can, and we will.

Spurred by the challenge of the impending ‘elder boom’ in which Central Texas’ elderly population will double by 2010 and quadruple by 2030, Family Eldercare launched a $7million capital campaign in 2005 to build a 14,660 square-foot Program Center. Scheduled for completion in 2009, this green-built facility at the Mueller Redevelopment site will allow the agency to double its staff and caseload over the next ten years. 

The goal of the capital campaign is to expand the agency’s capacity to meet the needs of older adults, people with disabilities, and their caregivers in Central Texas so they can remain safely living in their homes and communities for as long as possible.  As of March 31, 2008, over $3.6 million has been committed toward the $7 million goal, which leaves a balance of $3.3 million to be raised.  In addition to foundation grants, support from the city and county we have extensive individual support from the Board, Campaign Committee and community.
Your support will allow Family Eldercare to continue to keep operating costs low, ensure that more dollars are spent on direct services, and provide an excellent return on investment, and support older adults to age gracefully with the goodwill and support of others.
